Transportation 
 
From Venice Marco Polo Airport to the Venue: 

- By Water Taxi: A water taxi will take approximately 25-30 minutes directly to the San Polo district near 

the venue. 

- By Bus and Vaporetto: Take the ATVO bus from the airport to Piazzale Roma, From Piazzale Roma, 

head southeast and cross the bridge Ponte della Costituzione, which leads over the Grand Canal toward 

the Ferrovia (train station) area. After crossing the bridge, continue straight onto Fondamenta Santa 

Lucia. Turn right onto Rio Terà Lista di Spagna and follow this street until you reach Campo San Geremia. 

From there, turn left and cross the Ponte degli Scalzi. Continue walking straight on Calle Larga and pass 

through Campo San Rocco. Walk past the Scuola Grande di San Rocco, then turn left into Calle San 

Giovanni Evangelista. 

 
From Venice Santa Lucia Train Station to the Venue: 

- Walking: The venue is a 10-minute walk (approx. 1.2 km). Head across the Grand Canal via Ponte degli 

Scalzi, turn right along the canal, and continue to San Polo district. Walk past the Scuola Grande di San 

Rocco, then turn left into Calle San Giovanni Evangelista.
